DECLARATION OF THE PRESIDENCY IN THE NAME OF THE EUROPEAN UNION ON THE SITUATION IN FRANCE AND THE UNITED KINGDOM
THE EUROPEAN UNION :

expresses its grave concern about the killings of civilians in terrorist attacks in France and in the United Kingdom;

condemns the brutal terrorists attacks in France and the United Kingdom as inhuman and against all standards of civilized mankind;

emphasizes that it considers international terrorist attacks against any of its members an attack against the Union;

expresses its solidarity with the people of France and Great Britain in this hour of terror;

reaffirms its commitment to fight the root causes of terrorism in all its forms;

strengthens its efforts to fight international terrorism in all its forms;

calls upon all member states to fulfil their obligations under the EU Action Plan to Fight Terrorism;

urges the EU’s Special Representative on Terrorism to investigate into the terrorist attacks in France and the United Kingdom and to work closely with national investigators on these attacks in order to prevent any such attack again in the future;

commits all its available resources to ensure that the perpetrators of these terrorist attacks will be brought to justice;
reaffirms its commitment to use all its available resources to ensure domestic security of all EU member states.
